Committee Reports (highlights)
Transportation/Air Quality Committee reported on the impact of our successful CEQA lawsuit against Caltrans on the Highway 50 carpool lane EIR.

Habitat 2020 Committee reported on the evolving coalition against the Elk Grove Sphere of Influence Amendment.  The Board agreed to continue pressing SACOG by various means to oppose the SOI as inconsistent with the Blueprint.

Land Use Committee reported on our response to the Sacramento General Plan.  It also asked that the SACOG urban/rural interface study be assigned to committee.  The Board discussed the need for each committee to appoint a point person on this issue to coordinate committee reviews and responses.

Selection of Environmentalists of the Year

M/S White/Ellison (with friendly amendments) Final motions:

1)  ECOS creates a new “Green Business Award” and awards first recipient as LJ Urban.  Adopted unanimously.

2) ECOS will give four awards this year, two internal and two external, and will focus its program on two significant environmental legal victories: Highway 50 and Rancho Cordova, Preserve at Sunridge.  Awardees are: Eric Davis, Keith Wagner (internals) and Carol Witham and NAST (externals) for their work leading up to and including these important legal actions.
