2. SB 375 Regional Targets Advisory Committee – Ron Maertz
a. Objective of RTAC is to assist Air Resources Board ARB with regional targets for SB 375, remedy errors of SACOG Blueprint
b. Discussion to date has been methodological, not substantive
c. Action: Request that ECOS Board have one member from each committee to meet with Amanda Eaken from RTAC to establish mutual understanding

3. Curtis Park Village Smart Growth Leadership Recognition Program  
a. Don Fields, Curtis Park Neighborhood Association: SB 120 ( Union Pacific responsibility for site clean-up until adoption of land use plan
b. Curtis Park NA request that DEIR be re-written to address and ensure proper site clean-up and that no land use plan is adopted until site toxic remediation 

c. ECOS SGLRP endorsed a previous project by the same developer on this site; the current project is not the same and does not have the endorsement
