1. Welcome new members, introductions and check-ins
2. SB 375 Regional Targets Advisory Committee – Ron Maertz
a. Meeting with Amanda Eaken, NRDC, RTAC member

b. Environmental community advocated 11-14 MMT GHG reduction target; cities / counties advocated 2 MMT target; interim CARB target is 5 MMT
c. Currently supported by RTAC: measure GHG reduction using a metric that is per capita based, Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) specific and based upon uniform state-wide criteria.
d. NRDC feels additional incentives are needed, such as the possibility for overachieving MPOs to sell reductions to MPOs not meeting targets

e. Eaken recommends focusing lobbying efforts on land use reductions as the most cost effective reductions, and emphasizing the co-benefits of open space preservation, habitat protection, etc. from carbon reductions. 

3. Curtis Park Village   
a. ECOS endorsed previous version of this project; in order to consider endorsing current project, must know more about project changes and about the status of toxic clean-up
b. Petrovich: revised project features

1. bus route running along east side of site

2. central park as detention basin

3. front-loaded houses (no “snout houses”)
4. not more than 10 houses per builder, so no mass production

5. 1920s pattern book for houses, similar to Curtis and Land Park

6. multiple entrances to site for good connectivity from surrounding neighborhoods

c. Petrovich: clean-up

1. 2 years ago, found that clean-up needs more than initially thought

2. DEIR provides Department of Toxic Substance Control multiple clean-up options

3. Would like flexibility on LU designation for property central to site, to accommodate potential clean-up

4. Willing to enter into agreement with City to assure clean-up – all portions of site cleaned to unrestricted use except park area
d. Sierra Curtis Neighborhood Association concerns

1. Toxic clean-up: okay if contaminated soil kept to park area and under protective ring, but DEIR does not provide sufficient information about where the toxics are and how much are there, needed before City can make a decision to approve the project
2. The project holds too much commercial use for the neighborhood and would generate too much traffic; Sutterville is already LOS F

3. Transit-Oriented Development: make better use of adjacent light rail connections

e. SABA: bike / pedestrian bridge connecting to Sacramento City College should be at-grade
