Minutes
1. Welcome new members, introductions and check-ins
2. Curtis Park Village (CPV) & Smart Growth Leadership Recognition Program (SGLRP)
a. ECOS comments issued clarifying that CPV does not have SGLRP endorsement in its current iteration, and requesting that the environmental review include specific provisions for toxic clean-up of all residential areas to unrestricted use.

b. Action: Paul Menard, Meg Johnson & Molly Wright to meet before July Land Use Committee Meeting to discuss possible SGLRP endorsement of the CPV’s current iteration.

3. Sacramento County General Plan Update (GPU) Comments

a. Draft EIR comments due June 15

b. Action: Rob Burness is compiling comments to submit to Graham Brownstein for submission with comments from other ECOS Committees; Contributors include 
· Tara Hansen for habitat conservation and sewer capacity
· Ron Maertz for climate change

· Molly Wright for land use
· Jim Pachl for water and sewer capacity, ammonia discharge into Sacramento Delta
· Sean Wirth for biological resources

c. Climate change comments: mitigation measure for expansion phasing plan that is based on meeting carbon reduction targets based on AB32; Climate Action Plan not currently available – grounds for extension request?

d. Water comments: how can water supply accommodate demand projected in Draft EIR? Water Forum agreement can inform comments but is not binding
e. Sewer capacity comments: #MGD called for by GPU projections substantially higher than current capacity, and environmental review must address development implications; environmental review should address tertiary treatment
f. Habitat conservation: proactively identify habitat conservation areas, including within the USB
g. Land use comments: strengthen policies related to growth management

h. Possible Action: Joint letter with Environmental Caucus about when development can occur, possibly with mitigation policy limiting entitlements to 80% of secured water supply
