Minutes
1. Rob Burness presented a strategy for ECOS’ upcoming meeting with DERA and Sac County Planning on the General Plan Update DEIR. Meeting notices were sent to all who contributed to ECOS and cosigner’s comments. Graham has noted that if all attend, it would be too many. Rob, Alex and Ron are planning on attending. It was the consensus that we should have about 6-8 enviros at the meeting, that cosigners Sierra Club and FOR should be represented (Mike Savino and Ron Stork), that Jon Ellison should be there from the transportation committee and there was no need to bring a lawyer.
2. Randy Sater gave a presentation on the Rock Creek project for Teichert’s 3800 acres of land stretching 7 miles along Jackson Highway. Randy explained the history of Teichert Company’s aggregate mining on lands in the Brighton Township and the process by which Stonebridge Properties, a spinoff company created to manage the development of Teichert’s reclaimed mining lands, developed its land use concepts. The company prepared a history of the Brighton Township (and presented all attendees with a copy of a limited edition hardcover printing of the history), a study of the best new community projects in the United States, a study of the “parks” communities in Sacramento (Oak Park, Land Park, etc) and what makes them special, and a study on the trees of Sacramento. 
The Plan that emerged features a high density residential and office node at the Manlove station, a traditional community to its south and southeast, and open space and industrial lands in the Mather aircraft noise impacted area further east. A parkway would stretch from the Manlove Station seven miles through the property and would serve as the main transportation corridor, including, possibly a streetcar line. Density would be concentrated around nodes at ¼-mile intervals along the residential part of the parkway. Traditional retail commercial would dominate along Watt Avenue north of the new parkway, but a T branch of the parkway would link to the south end of the traditional retail. Drainage would also be oriented along the parkway.

Stonebridge is holding off its plans in the unincorporated area pending adoption of the new General Plan, which would include all of their property in the expanded Urban Policy Area. Stonebridge will, however, be submitting plans next month to the City for the traditional community part of the project that is within the City limits. The Transit Oriented Development portion of the project will come later, pending working on a pilot project with the Rosemont Community to overcome density issues. One problem is that Teichert’s rock crushing plant is between these two areas, and there is no specific timetable for moving the plant to a new location. Questions regarding the project concerned phasing, the extent of the retail commercial, low density adjacent the retail commercial, and the proposed private recreation facility. Sater was amenable to the Committee taking a closer look at the plan for the city property and providing more comprehensive feedback. 

3. The Smart Growth Leadership Council item was continued to next meeting pending Molly and Paul being able to attend.
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
