1. Welcome new members, introductions and check-ins
2. Rock Creek Update – Action: Postponed until October meeting
3. Organizational issues

a. Smart Growth Leadership Recognition Program

1. This is a separate committee from the LU committee, with separate meeting times

2. This committee is a joint venture with AIA, who will organize future meetings

3. Decision: Committee members include Johnson, Maertz, Menard & Wright

4. Action: Barry Wasserman to contact Dick Engle of AIA to set up initial meeting, which will also include a discussion of Curtis Park Village

b. Co-chair positions

1. Jason Gray & Amber Trout nominated as potential co-chairs, to replace Paul Menard and Barry Wasserman, who have time and other constraints on their co-chair duties

2. Action: October Board meeting will include vote on co-chair replacements

c. Meeting times
