1. Welcome & Check-ins: Burness, Maertz have meet with Larry Greene from SMAQMD about an Indirect Source Rule to address the air quality impacts of land use and associated vehicle miles traveled
2. The Docks – Presentation by Robert Meagher
a. Presentation included history of Docks project, current development status (approved by the City of Sacramento Planning Commission), and its relationship to other specific plans relating to water front development in Sacramento 
b. Action: LU Committee to develop a vision or a set of principles to guide our position on specific plans relating to water front development in Sacramento; Burness, Meagher and possibly Kelter to meet to discuss presentation at future LU Committee meeting, coordinate with chairs of Transportation, Air Quality and Climate Change Committee
3. SB 375

a. Brownstein is working on developing a coalition to address SB 375 issues particularly relevant at the level of the Sacramento region

b. LU Committee members Maertz and Gray are working with members of the Transportation, Air Quality and Climate Change Committee to develop comments to the California Air Resources Board on the Regional Targets Advisory Committee report on SB 375 targets

4. Sacramento County General Plan Update (GPU)
a. Burness provided update on most recent Sacramento County Planning Commission hearing on the GPU: Staff proposed a set of growth criteria that they have indicated may be a suitable replacement for proposed growth phasing mitigation measures in the GPU Draft Environmental Impact Report
b. Question: Are the proposed criteria a suitable replacement for the growth phasing measures? Decision: Potentially yes, if they are enforceable

c. Action: Burness, Maertz to respond fully to County staff requests for an on-going active dialogue on GPU growth policies and measures, and develop a criteria-based growth plan that 

1. is legally enforceable;
2. has strong, clear criteria that are definable and interpret-able to a reasonable person, with particular attention to quantitative standards like densities or emissions thresholds;
3. and has a public and private financing plan that is clearly laid out
d. Action: Burness, Wright to develop presentation on growth for upcoming Sacramento County Planning Commission GPU hearings.
5. Rock Creek

a. Burness engaged in on-going dialogue with Teichert, will report back as progresses
b. Action: Maertz will request a copy of plans recently submitted to the City for Committee review and possible discussion with applicant in December.
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
