1. Rock Creek / Aspen 1 
a. Phasing
1. General phasing: Transit oriented development, western portion of property first; residential focus areas central portion of property second;  commercial and industrial focus, eastern portion of property, constrained by Mather Airport contours, third

2. New Brighton Station projected for earliest development, beginning 2011

3. Up to 8-12 years of mining potential left on property

b. Transit Provision
1. Stonebridge working with RT, City, County to determine
2. Currently proposed street sections accommodate transit

3. Action: Maertz will research possible transit funding mechanisms for new developments, such as Mello-Roos districts, and report back
c. Aspen 1 Connectivity and Surrounding Land Uses (Note: Aspen 1 is the only portion of the property in the City of Sacramento – at the west end of the property; the rest is in the unincorporated County)
