Minutes
1. Welcomes introductions, check-ins
a. Gray: Aspen 1 field trip – waiting to hear back from Teichert; hopefully schedule for drier month such as March
b. Johnson: SMHA offers regular tours of model energy efficient properties
c. Maertz: Florin-Vineyard Gap & Aspen 1 transit and other multi-modal transportation financing mechanisms – met with County staff, who were supportive; public hearing on the topic in March 
d. Maertz: CalExpo development – has been recommended by City Council member Cohn for Mayor’s Sacramento First taskforce on the topic, has not heard back
2. Sacramento County General Plan Update & Sacramento rendering plant application
a. Status update: Growth management criteria being heard this very night, Burness testifying for ECOS on density issues, CO2 metrics, adequacy of criteria as mitigation measures for environmental review; expect report-back
b. Announcement: SACOG will be hosting a workshop addressing growth management issues in Sacramento region: http://www.sacregionblueprint.org/implementation/anniversary5/
c. Burness has provided an analysis of the Sacramento rendering plant application for review and requests approval of it as an approach to addressing the topic
1. Application does not represent a logical extension of urban development from west to east along Jackson Highway
2. Rendering plant provides important service to Sacramento County
3. ECOS would be happy to work with the rendering plant in helping them to find a suitable alternative location
d. Motion to approve approach recommended in Burness’s correspondence on the Sacramento rendering plant application – approved unanimously
3. Florin-Vineyard Community Plan Update
a. Alternative plans exist for evaluation, and some proposed densities are not consistent with the Sacramento County General Plan Update

b. ECOS supports higher densities consistent with the Sacramento General Plan Update

c. Action: Maertz will work with the Transportation, Air Quality and Climate Change committee regarding a transit and other multi-modal transportation financing mechanism for the project


d. Action: Wasserman will coordinate information to present at next March LU Committee meeting for further analysis of project
4. Elk Grove Sphere of Influence
a. Burness provided written critique of project
1. Primary land use issue incorporated in MOU is an Area of Transitional Land Uses (ATLU), which is not clearly defined
2. Sawyer notes that the ATLU does not sufficiently address flood plain issues and the possibility of flood plain expansion due to climate change 
b. Motion to support Burness’s critique with the addition of Sawyer’s notation – approved unanimously
5. Smart Growth Leadership Recognition Program Update
a. Next meeting will be March 2010; agenda is to go through guidelines and MOU to phase approval 
b. Leadership in Energy Efficient Design for Neighborhood Development (LEED ND) provides a good tool to evaluate projects and a tutorial would be useful to LU Committee members
c. Action: Wright will investigate the possibility of a LEED ND tutorial for the LU Committee
6. Curtis Park Village
a. Presentation from Rachel Iskow of Sacramento Mutual Housing Association (SMHA)
1. Project uses senior housing to fulfill its affordable housing requirements

2. Senior housing is isolated from other housing and is not sufficiently close to light rail

b. Review of letter from Sierra Curtis Park Neighborhood Association (SCNA)

c. Review of SACOG comments on the project; SACOG plan generates fewer vehicle miles traveled than other plans
d. Action: Maertz, Gray will draft points, for written testimony that consider SMHA, SCNA and SACOG comments
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
