2. Debriefs
a. Earth Day

1. Very rainy, but relatively successful due to heroic efforts by Jon Ellison and other ECOS Board volunteers
2. Recommendation to have later in April next year, nearer to actual Earth Day, to lessen chance of rain.
b. Curtis Park Village

1. Sacramento City Council approved and certified Environmental Impact Report (EIR)
2. Recommendation not to get involved with any future litigation on the project
c. Florin Vineyard planning effort

1. Richard Seyman testified at a recent Sacramento County Planning Commission hearing on the project, in favor of a County Service Area and the Planning Department’s “hybrid” proposal
2. Project continued from Planning Department, hearing date to be determined; Wright will monitor

d. K Street Mall

1. Deeter attended City of Sacramento presentation of responses to City’s Request for Qualifications

2. 4 primary proposals presented

3. City selection to occur in mid-May

4. Wright will investigate the 4 proposals and possibly draft letter for May Land Use (LU) Committee meeting evaluation making recommendations on the overall design principles for the project as well as commenting on the project presentation and selection process

e. Letter-writing protocol: 

1. ECOS committees are authorized to make decisions to write letters for the organization as a whole

2. If there is no time to make a decision to write letter at an LU Committee meeting, the decision may be made via electronic communications, by sending a letter out to ECOS members that frequent LU Committee meetings, and providing approximately 24 hours review
3. Elk Grove Sphere of Influence (SOI)
a. Draft Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) issued approximately 1 month ago between the City of Elk Grove and the County of Sacramento is vague, was issued without an analysis of water supply and other environmental issues
b. Concerns:
1. The agricultural – residential ½ mile urban buffer area will not effectively contain urban growth
2. The South Sacramento Habitat Conservation Plan (HCP) may be impacted: Fish & Wildlife Service may not approve the HCP if the SOI is approved because the SOI identifies approximately 10,000 acres of land within the HCP are for potential urban growth, so that it cannot be used as habitat mitigation
3. Freeport water delivery is contingent on the HCP
4. The Southeast Connector is the southern boundary, although it supposedly is not growth-inducing
c. ECOS is currently partnering with some south county advocacy groups whose primary concern is the portion of flood plain located inside the SOI area
d. ECOS has testified concerns at public outreach workshops held over past month and recently issued a letter to County and City elected officials
e. Next steps: testimony at upcoming City and County hearings; monitor progress of MOU; comment, action on environmental document
4. Sacramento Housing & Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) El Monte Remediation Letter of Support Request
a. Request to sign letter of support for grant for toxic remediation of Globe Mills Station area in north Sacramento SHRA redevelopment area

b. Action: Wright to email signed letter to SHRA tomorrow
5. Sacramento County General Plan Update (GPU) action
a. Recent ECOS (Maertz, Mogavero) meeting with California Attorney General (AG) regarding strategies for addressing GPU EIR mitigations for Climate Change impacts and impacts to Smart Growth principles
b. Strategies: 
1. Request that GPU adoption be postponed until better California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) alternatives are drafted that consider the allocation of infill development in incorporated cities (Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG) Regional Housing Need Allocation would need to be revised)
2. Request that GPU adoption be postponed until the Climate Action Plan, mitigation for Climate Change impacts, has been fully completed
3. Request that the GPU EIR not refer to the HCP as mitigation since the HCP is not complete
4. Request that the GPU adoption be postponed until the availability of a greenhouse gas reduction target pursuant to SB 375
c. Action: Maertz or Burness to testify at May 12 Sacramento County Board of Supervisors hearing on recommendations
d. Action: Maertz to contact Mogavero regarding other next steps and report back
6. SB 375 - ECOS Collaboration
a. Early March meeting between environmental and housing advocate groups occurred to address strategies for influencing remaining process of setting SB 375 greenhouse gas reduction targets, as well as ultimate development of Sustainable Communities Strategy (SCS)
b. SACOG has robust modeling capabilities and could provide SCS to serve as model for other California regions: recent modeling shows potential 7-8% reduction in vehicle miles traveled (VMT) in near future due to land use changes
c. Action: Maertz to contact Mike McKeever at SACOG to define remaining target-setting public process, indicate interest in involvement and report back
d. Action: Maertz, Withycombe will participate in remaining target-setting public process
e. Action: Wright will be sure to agendize SB 375 participation for LU Committee meetings every month until at least September 2010, and remind Transportation committee members to attend
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
